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As I write this column, St. Francis of Assisi Episcopal 

Church is once again featured in the local newspaper thanks to the 

very generous response of our congregation to a plea for help.  

This time it was the Stock Their Lockers school supply drive 

spearheaded by the Samaritan Center.  This annual drive aids 

families with school age children in getting much needed items for 

their school year.  The group from Samaritan Center was not only 

very appreciative, but also deeply touched by the openhanded 

response of our parish.  There were reams of paper, notebooks, 

writing instruments, socks, and underwear. Particularly appreciated 

were the special items such as computer flash drives and those 

―fancy‖ calculators capable of tackling complicated mathematical 

tasks: the cost of these items is often beyond the financial 

capacities of many families. 
 

At the beginning of 2010, the Vestry of St. Francis went on 

a day retreat to prayerfully listen to where God was calling us.  We 

spent time talking about our patron saint, Francis, and ways that he 

had served God throughout his lifetime.  The quotation frequently 

attributed to him: ―Preach the Gospel at all times, and only when 

necessary use words‖ was forefront in our time of reflection.  We 

also heard Francis’ continued call of care for all of God’s creation.  

Throughout this year, we have strived to live more deeply into both 

of these calls. 
 

Since our last issue of The Hoot, we have taken our first 

mission trip.  Ten intrepid missioners went to New Orleans and 

worked at All Soul’s Church (aka St. Walgreen’s) where a former 

Walgreen’s Drug Store that was flooded out during Katrina is 

being converted into a place of prayer and service to its 

community.  Watching the power of having a community center 

attached to a church inspired our missioners to think more broadly 

about St. Francis’ wealth of facilities. 

Message from our Rector  
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At our July Vestry meeting, the Vestry voted to work on 

the property formerly known as the Hall House (the yellow house 

next to the church) and make it into an activity center for our 

church and neighborhood.  With that change came a change in 

name: The Katie Hall Activity Center. 
 

Already, many people have generously given of their time 

and their talents, as well as their ―elbow grease,‖ and have worked 

on the yard and on the house to get it ready for its new role in our 

community.

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Dexter, Lou and I have been talking about stewardship a lot lately. 

Our talks have centered around how to make stewardship a year-

round topic and not just about the fall pledge campaign. This got 

me to thinking (I know, danger Will Robinson) about stewardship 

in the past, specifically in the Old Testament.   

 

For some reason I started reading the Daily Office last fall.  For 

those of you unfamiliar with the Daily Office, look in the Book of 

Common Prayer the next time you are at church.

So we have to sacrifice our praise and thanksgiving and offer a gift 

of our time, talent and treasure.  That’s not so bad.  I think I can do 

this and I also think each of you can do it too.  So to conclude this 

rambling article I am asking each of you to do the following.  

Examine your hearts, examine your souls, and examine your 

pocketbooks and be open to our fall pledge campaign.  And let us 

all continue to offer our personal sacrifice of praise and 

thanksgiving and we will truly offer up to God something that is 

valuable, ourselves.

Miles of Pennies = Books for Kids 

 

Penny Moneybear will be out in the 
narthex again collecting change for 
books for children beginning Sunday 
September 19th.  This will be her second 
year at St. Francis and she will again be 
wearing her red CPC sweater, a good 
fashion statement against her white fur 
as red and white are the Miles of 
Pennies official colors.   

Begun in 1989, the Miles of Pennies (MOP) fund was the second 
granting fund of the Church Periodical Club (CPC).  This fund is 
for children only, pre-school to 12th grade.  In addition to 
providing printed or taped books and related materials, MOP also 
gives grants for the shipping costs of recycled childrenõs books. 

A mile of pennies amounts to $844.80 and is the normal amount 
of a MOP grant.  There are 16 pennies in 1 foot; 5,280 feet in a 
mile.  You do the math!  $9.00 in pennies weight 5 pounds so 
lighten your load; purse and pocket change is welcomed by 
Penny!  This is a great project for children ð helping other 
children makes them feel great!

With a foundation originating in the 3,000 year-old I-Ching (Book of Changes), 

Tai Chi has established itself as an exceptional practice for achieving and 

maintaining a healthier body, mind, and spirit.  It is a form of movement 

associated with the Chinese internal martial arts.  Its origins can be found as 

early as the thirteenth century A.D. and records can be reliably traced to the 

Chen family during the early 1600ôs.  Tai Chi was not taught outside of the Chen 

family until late in the nineteenth century. 

 

The daily practice of Tai Chi will help to improve muscle tone, flexibility, agility, 

concentration, coordination, and balance.  In addition, Tai Chi has been shown to 

strengthen the function of many internal organs and provides numerous health 

benefits including the regulation of blood pressure, promotion of blood 

circulation, the loosening of joints, and other positive effects upon the heart, 

lungs, and nervous system.

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Greetings from the sunny land of South Florida, y’all!  

Although I am officially on vacation, I am busy checking out 

local Episcopal Churches, looking for a few organs to hear, 

bells to play, and wonderful liturgical architecture in which to 

sit in awe and imagine what the place would be like with, say, 

500+ people singing ―A Mighty Fortress Is Our God‖ with 

the organ. 

There are a number of churches I have seen or just driven by, 

but the most spectacular is Trinity Episcopal Church in Vero 

Beach.  I admit to being attracted to visit there because they 

have a bell tower similar to ours.  Their carillon is what we 

technically call a ―non-traditional‖ carillon since the bells are 

only electrically played—there is no keyboard with direct 

mechanical action attached to the clappers like our carillon 

has.  Although Trinity’s carillon can only be played at one 

volume from the organ keyboard, it is a most impressive 

instrument.  The carillon itself has 32 bells (we have 26, soon 

to be 27), and there is a separate and larger 3-bell peal.  These 

three larger bells were installed at the church before the 

carillon and are lower in pitch than the lowest carillon bell.  

They only are used for swinging as a peal and do not play 

from the keyboard.  The tower is made of steel, just like our 

tower except larger structural pieces.  This tower, like ours, is 

a principal part of the church campus. 

 

  Notes from the Music Desk

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Inside the Nave, which Trinity Church built about seven years 

ago, resides a magnificent English-made Harrison and 

Harrison organ.  The room is bright and alive and is similar in 

many ways to the Nave at St. Timothy’s Church on Signal 

Mountain except that the organ and choir are on one side 

rather than in the rear.  This beautiful church seats 700, yet it 

feels smaller and more intimate than many churches I have 

seen which seat far fewer people.  The acoustical setting is 

bright and alive – no carpets or other sound absorbers present.  

I can easily imagine what a magnificent experience worship 

in such a room must be.  It is certainly a place where it must 

be easy to meet God. 

Trinity Church began about 75 years ago and has grown to 

become large enough to have these wonderful buildings and 

instruments.  The people we met there are friendly and easily 

remind one of our own congregation.  As I sat in the Nave 

listening to Jody Brown play this magnificent organ in this 

wonderful space, I wondered: Is that what St. Francis of 

Assisi might be like in X number of years?  Regardless of 

what size we grow to become, we, too, can – and must – 

retain the vision that God has given us.  Following our Patron 

St. Francis, we must, ―Find the lost; heal the broken; and 

share God’s love for all.‖  If we do, our campus will continue 

to be a blessed place.  Perhaps our bell tower with its cross on 

top will be a beacon beckoning those who seek solace to 

come and enjoy God’s place just as the carillon tower at 

Trinity Church does.  I pray so.
