Did | really hear that: § and Our: plural words for God?
This struck me so hard that | félstumbled through the rest

of the service. On Monday after Easter, this thought was still
buzzing around my head and | made some pretense to stop by
the church so | could ask Lou about it. And she confirmed
what | had heard and in fact told me the aradi Hebrew
words had been plural and possessive. WOW, what is a
monotheistic (sorrybig word for meaning one God) religion
doing using plural and possessive words when referring to
God?



Time and again | have learned that words, phrases and name:
werechosen very carefully and that a mistake of a pronoun (|
guess | was paying attention in English class oh so many
years ago) is highly unlikely.

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Notes from the Music DexdKYore

For whatever it might be worth, | have been playing the organ in church
since 1957. During these few years, a number of funny things have
happened. Among my favorite true happenings are:

At my first church, | was given a looseaf, organist's edition of the
hymnal. | dutifully took out all of the pages required for the first
Sunday's service. It was August; the church was not air conditioned.
(Remember: it was 1957.) During the introduction to the opening hymn,
the breezecaught my loose page and the minister rescued it as it sailed
by in front of him. Fortunately, | knew the hymn well enough that said
introductory verse did not fail while the score was being returned to me.
After that service, | reassembled the lotes# hymnal and filed it away

into the organ bench where | suppose it still might be.

At the first wedding | played at the same church, the flower person
insisted on putting a large arrangement on top of the organ console.
Mid-way through the service, | relaed up and parted the leaves to see
what was going on only to be stung by a bee that was servicing the
flowers. This resulted in the immediate cancellation of the remaining
wedding music as | fled to tend to my wounded hand. To this day, |
absolutely danot permit flower arrangements on the organ console. Not
now; not later; not never!

Weddings and funerals can be trying times for organists. | remember a
wedding at another church where | dutifully began the prenuptial music
20 minutes before the sece. At 45 minutes past the announced hour of
the service, the signal was finally given to begin the wedding procession.
By that time, | had long since run out of music planned for the service
and was playing hymns and had even gone through a verseefStah
Spangled Banner" (very slowly so that it could not be identified...).
When | asked what had happened, | was curtly informed that "Grandma
was late, and we decided to wait on her." | suppose that all of the ushers
had been struck dumb by this pretv so that none of them could come
and tell me what was going on.....
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It can also be dangerous to be a pipe organ builder who plays the
instrument. Some years ago, we did several days' work on the organ at
Rose Mortuary in Knoxville. When the repairs relecomplete, | was
sitting at the console in my dirty work clothes playing the instrument
when Mr. Rose himself came in and anxiously inquired if it was fixed
yet. | allowed as how we were finished and he asked if | could play for a
"big service" that waso begin in about half an hour. Since the organ
console was hidden away in a corner, nobody could see my dirty clothes
and | agreed to play. It was a typical funeral parlor seryict hymns.

An "organ special" was scheduled after the sermon befaefihal
prayers. | decided that this might be an appropriate time to play the
chimes in the organ. At the sound of the bells, all of the doors opened
and all of the mortuary staff came in to usher everyone out. After a
moment's embarrassment, they il that the service was not yet over.
You see, the organist playing the chimes was their signal that the service
was over. After everyone had left after the service, | went into the break
room and said something like, "Guys, if you're going to havelayeon

the team, you've got to tell me the rules!" Who says the organist can't
stop a funeral early?

Speaking of stopping things, | was organist at an Assembly of God
Church for several years. Our regular pianist played with the organ
every Sunday; hevas really good. However, we had visiting pianists on
occasion. Some of these people didn't play very well, and | learned that
the ones who couldn't play very well also couldn't play the hymns in
sharp keysthey could only play in flat keys. Since | svéhe music
director as well as the organist, the hymns on these occasions were
always taken in sharp keys, thus solving the problem.

While | was away at college, there came that fateful Sunday when the
church secretary had left the bulletin for the fajlog Sunday on the
organ console for me to review. | did not notice the date and began the
service with the introduction to the wrong hymn. | wondered why no
one was singing. After a couple of verses, the choir director brought me
a hymnal open to theoarect hymn and a thiSunday's bulletin. Oops!
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
