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"Summertime and the livin' is easy..."  or so the old song goes.  

Actually, summertime worship around St. Francis is going to be 

varied and interesting.  We will be using Morning Prayer as the 

first part of our Sunday services for a number of weeks, and this 

will give us the opportunity to sing some of the canticles which, 

except for the Gloria in Excelsis, are not much used in our 

ordinary Rite I or Rite II Eucharistic liturgies. 

 

So what, you ask, is a canticle, anyway?  One dictionary defines a 

canticle as a "little song or hymn."  Webster's Dictionary, 1913 

edition, defines a canticle as, "A psalm, hymn, or passage from the 

Bible, arranged for chanting in church service."  None of these 

definitions are quite complete for us as Episcopalians.  You will 

find the canticles in The Book of Common Prayer.  They are 

located in both the Rite I and Rite II services of Morning Prayer.  

There are 3 invitatory ("inviting;" an early part of the services of 

Morning and Evening Prayer) canticles and 21 numbered canticles.  

Of the numbered canticles, 7 of them are duplicate settings with 

either the Rite I formal language or Rite II contemporary language.  

The problem with the dictionary definitions of the word "canticle" 

is that there are two canticles in the prayer book which are not 

texts from the Bible.  These are the Gloria in Excelsis, which we 

usually sing as part of the Eucharistic liturgy, and the Te Deum 

which is not ordinarily included in that service.  These two texts 

date back to the very beginning of the church and are so highly 

regarded and used in various liturgies that they are also considered 

to be canticles of equal value to the sung scriptures which are the 

other canticles. 

 

 

  Notes from the Music Desk 
     
   By Bill Barger 
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We will be singing three canticles in our forthcoming services.  

These are the invitatory canticle, Venite, ("come") the Second 

Song of Isaiah, Canticle 10, and A Song of Praise, Canticle 13.  

The Venite will be set to Anglican Chant which was developed in 

the Church of England to allow liturgical texts, Psalms, etc., to be 

set to easy tunes which are written to a formula.  We have sung 

many things to simplified Anglican Chant, but the setting we will 

use for the Venite will be a normal, full Anglican Chant.  The 

formula for Anglican Chant tunes is as follows:  The first phrase of 

the tune has a reciting note followed by a three-note conclusion.  

The second phrase has a reciting note followed by a five-note 

conclusion.  Thus, the text must be "pointed" (marked) so that you 

know when to move on from the reciting note.  To make this easy 

to learn, we will use a tutorial sheet which prints a very simple 

Anglican Chant tune with the text of the Venite printed under every 

note for use with this canticle.  This sheet will be easy to follow 

and also have the actual pointing marks inserted.  After a couple of 

times, you will see how the pointing marks work, and once we as a 

congregation have learned how to read the pointing marks, we will 

be able to sing all sorts of service music to Anglican Chant without 

needing a "cheat sheet." 

 

The Second Song of Isaiah will be sung to unaccompanied plain 

chant, Tone 2.  We have sung Psalms and other service music to 

this tone, so this will be familiar and easy.  The setting for Canticle 

13, A Song of Praise, will be a musical composition by John Rutter 

rather than a chant.  This setting was used a few months ago for a 

number of Sundays to replace the Gloria in Excelsis, so it will also 

be familiar. 

 

Something old, something new, all to keep worship 

fresh and true.  Summertime, and the church is singin' 

and sayin' its prayers in new ways.  Please do come and 

join us as your summer schedule permits.
